Patterned wood shingles on front 
facing gable dormers are typical of 
many medieval style homes (this 
one reminds us of the tudor style)
while palladian windows are straight 
from the Adam style.

Windows are always 
separate on Georgian 

houses.

Symmetry, low sloped roofs, 
and long porches supported 
by columns are all distinct 

features of ancient classical 
styles
